| write to inform you about a brand new, limited stop interurban service called “Flight Line 730/731" that
we are launching from Monday 21 August 2023.

Flight Line 730/731, operated by Newbury & District, will consist of two connecting services:
e Flight Line 731 between Basingstoke, Old Basing and Frimley
e Flight Line 730 between Frimley, Camberley, Bagshot and Heathrow T5

The two services will connect at Frimley, with customers allowed to travel through on the same coach. The
services will run 21 hours a day, 7 days a week, stopping only at the locations above, on a turn-up and go
basis with no need to book.

Our aim is to fill several gaps that we have identified in the current bus and train network along the M3/A30
corridor that are relatively easy to do by car, but difficult by bus or train. The service is not just for links to
the airport, but all of the connections in-between too (e.g. Basingstoke to Camberley). The idea has been
developed in partnership with Heathrow Airport, as the timing of the introduction is linked to the extension
of the London Ultra Low Emission Zone to Heathrow from 29 August, which will make it a lot more
expensive to take many car types to the Airport, and create significant demand from Heathrow employees.

We see this as a hybrid of a bus, coach and train service, and a very high profile and exciting project for
our company and the local area. We have four brand new coaches on order for the service, which will enter
service in October, and in the meantime we will be using modern double deck buses with high back seats,
USB charging and free WiFi.

The fares for the service have been designed to offer exceptional value compared to the alternatives, and
for the first two weeks all journeys will be just £1, creating a great opportunity to give the route a try.
Please find the timetable and fares attached.

Newbury & District is a small bus and coach company located at Greenham Business Park near Newbury,
and part of the Reading Buses group of companies that also includes Thames Valley Buses who operate
the Chineham Park shuttle and the 194 bus route from Camberley to Bracknell.
